A few days later, on the 27th,  we will be playing in the drawing room at Capesthorne Hall as part of their excellent Christmas fair, and if we have enough strength left we may organise our own Christmas concert at Hough as in previous years. All these concerts will involve performers making their SCYM debuts, plus of course some of our regulars, and it is one of the joys of my life to see and hear the progress so many of our youngsters have made in the last 5 years.
